Our Maths Department is both popular and successful, often producing some of the strongest results in the
school. At KS5 we offer A-level Further Maths in addition to A-level Maths and both courses have strong
uptake. Maths has a very strong and experienced team of specialist teachers

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Pastoral Life

The house system has been an integral part of the school since our inception. It aims to provide an
even greater sense of community, competition and a range of opportunities for students to get
involved in school life and try new skills. We have four houses: Jupiter (yellow), Mercury (red),
Saturn (green) and Venus (blue). Every student in the school is identified within their house through
their school ties which has a coloured stripe. Throughout the year there is a programme of inter-
house competitions (including sports, academic, artistic and crafts events) which culminates with
sports day in July. Students earn house points through the year.

We offer a wide range of clubs to enrich the experience of our students. This includes music
(orchestra, bands and choirs), PE (individual and team sports), academic subjects (such as science)
and hobbies/interests (for example retro-gaming or crochet). There is a well-established School
Council and prefect system, both of which support student voice and provide students with
opportunities to contribute to the development of the school. Students from all year groups have
the opportunity to go on trips, ranging from day trips to local sites of interest, through to significant
residential trips abroad (in recent years to Borneo, USA and China).
